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RODEO RULLES

1. Rodeo Hours: Starts at 12:01 AM Friday, June 13th, and ends at 8:00 PM Saturday, June 14th. An-
glers fishing from boats may not clear the pass (Pensacola/Perdido) until 12:01 AM on Friday, June
13th.

2. Fish may be caught on rod and reel on any boat or from ashore. A boundary line to the EAST and
WEST of the Pensacola Sea Buoy will apply. There are no boundaries to the SOUTH. No participat-
ing boat shall exceed longitude 88 degrees to the WEST (mouth of Mobile Bay) and no further EAST
than longitude 86 degrees 40 minutes. This represents an area approximately 37 NM to the WEST and
32 NM to the EAST. Failure to comply will result in disqualification without refund. No gill net fish-
ing will be allowed. Cast net fishing will be allowed for mullet only. Spearfishing is allowed for lion-
fish only.

3. Fish must be caught unassisted except for landing. No "Team Fishing." Any angler attempting to
weigh-in a fish not caught by that angler will be disqualified.

4. Entries must be caught during posted Rodeo hours, must be weighed at Grand Lagoon Yacht Club,
and recorded by the designated weigh master prior to 8:00 PM, Saturday, June 14th. Weigh-in times
are published elsewhere.

5. Fish must be kept on ice to prevent spoilage. No frozen, drawn, chemically treated, or spoiled fish
will be accepted. The designated weigh master will inspect all entries for compliance. A Tory meter
may be used. The Rules Committee will make any final determination of entry eligibility. Rules
Committee rulings on fish eligibility are final and not subject to appeal.

6. Registration fees must be paid by 10PM Thursday, June 12th to make any fish caught during Ro-
deo hours eligible for prizes. Mail-in applications must be received by the Rodeo Committee no later
than close of business, Wednesday, June 11th.

7. The Rodeo will end at 8:00 PM, Saturday, June 14th. The line for the weigh-in scales will close
promptly at 8:00 PM, and no further entries will be accepted. All those physically in the weigh-in line
WITH THEIR ENTRIES at 8:00 PM shall be allowed to weigh their entries; late-comers will not be
allowed to join the line, nor enter their catches.

8. All entries must comply with applicable Florida State Laws and Salt Water Regulations - no illegal
entries will be accepted. The Rodeo will not be responsible for the possession of illegal species or size
by the contestants.

9. In the event of a tie in any category, the first fish weighed in will be declared the winner.

10. The largest fish will be determined by weight.

11. Eligible species of fish and permit requirements subject to change depending upon applicable laws.
12. All prizes must be collected by winning anglers within thirty (30) days of the award ceremony.

** ALL DECISIONS OF THE RODEO RULES COMMITTEE WILL BE FINAL **
Rules for the four recognized divisions are as follows:

OPEN DIVISION

1. Open to all anglers. Anglers must be registered and pay entry fee prior to 10PM Thursday, June
12th. Prizes will be awarded for the largest fish caught in each of the species of the posted eligible
fish (see page 7). Grand prizes will be awarded to the Open male and female anglers who catch the
largest fish of all posted eligible fish (see page 9).

2. All Open entries will comply with applicable Federal & Florida State Laws and Salt Water Regu-
lations - no illegal entries will be accepted.

10



JUNIOR DIVISION

1. Open to all anglers 12 years of age and under. All fish MUST be caught unassisted.

2. Junior anglers need not pre-register; They will be registered automatically at weigh-in. No entry
fee will be required.

3. Junior anglers are not eligible for prizes in any other division. Junior anglers may choose to enter
the Open Division by paying the required fee.

4. Junior anglers paying the required fee to compete in the Open Division are ineligible for Junior
prizes.

5. Prizes will be awarded for the largest fish caught in each of the species of the posted eligible fish
(see page 6). Grand Prizes will be awarded to the boy or girl who catches the largest of the posted eli-
gible fish (see page 9).

6. Special prizes will be awarded to the youngest registered boy and girl angler weighing in a fish
caught unassisted (see page 9).

7. All Junior entries will comply with applicable Federal & Florida State Laws and Salt Water Regu-
lations - no illegal entries will be accepted.

CROAKER DIVISION
1. ONLY Junior Anglers are eligible.
2. Only one Grand Prize (kayak) will be awarded for the Junior Angler catching the largest Croaker.

LIONFISH DIVER DIVISION
1. There will be a $100 special prize to the diver who brings the most lionfish to the scales.

NOTE: All anglers are responsible for knowing of any last minute changes of any kind
that are required to be made by the Executive Committee at the Captain's Meeting,
Thursday night, June 12th.

This invasive exchic species, ongnally from the Indo-Pambc regon, 15 quuckly mvading local
waterways, and has the potential to severely impact marine & estuarine ecosystems. These voracious
predators may drastically damage recreational and commercial fishenes and our economy. Because
they are not native to our waters, and because their 13 dorsal, 2 pelvic and 3 anal ins have renomous
spines, o natural population comtrols exst.

The first honfish were documented on Escambia County public artificial reefs 1n 2010. In just three
years, honfish have become established at nearly all artificial and natural reefs, and have become the
dominant species present on many small, 1solated artificial reefs.

At present, honfish removal by divers may be the most effective method. However, because of the
honbzh pepomous spines and because they may mmhakit desper reefs beyond the reach of divers, more
effective and efficient honfish population control methods must be developed and implemented. Drvers
are encouraged to obtain proper training, equipment and expenence to remove lionfish when safe to do
so. All divers should report ionfsh sightings at the website: hitp: [ /lonfishmap. org. This website will
be used to track honfish sightings, report honfish removal, and monitor re-colonization rates. These
data are important to managers, and may greatly increase efficiency of honfish removal.

Although honfish have venomous spines, hionfish flesh is excellent table fare, with no greater health
concerns than many other native seafood [See website: http: { /www flondabealth gov/ prevention-

safety-and-wellness (healthy-weight { nutntion fseafood -consumption /index hitml). The public may take
action to motivate honfish removal by aslong for honfich at seafood markets and rectaurants. By

developing a commercial market for honfish, greater harvest pressure will help control their
population.
